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Kent Minds is a charity committee, operating under the umbrella of the Kent Community Foundation, dedicated to raising money to support mental health projects in Kent alone.  

2010 was a very busy year for Kent Minds with 2 fundraising events in June and another Stately Home Boot Fair in September.   A Private Evening View of Goodnestone Park Gardens was the first with the Hon George Plumptre giving a talk about Goodnestone from the time of Jane Austen through to the present day.  In spite of the very unseasonable weather, everyone still came and braved the elements to look round the beautiful gardens and £7,000 was raised.
This was followed 10 days later by a Summer Lunch in the lovely gardens of Boldshaves by kind invitation of Mr and Mrs Peregrine Massey.  Just under £4,000 was raised for Greenfields, a small home for severely traumatised children from 5 to 13 years, based near Tenterden.  
Back by popular demand, the 3rd Stately Home Boot Fair was held at Leeds Castle in September in partnership with the Heart of Kent Hospice and nearly £17,000 was made.

The committee is very grateful to all those who support our fundraising events which, along with very generous donations, ensure that Kent Minds has a significant amount to distribute at the end of each year.  

As well as the Summer Lunch for Greenfields, Kent Minds donated to Ashford Counselling Service, Faversham based hospice Fynvola, Spadework, the Abbey Physic Community Garden, Medway and Swale Advocacy Partnership, 
Tunbridge Wells Mental Health Resource Centre, the Waymark Trust and the Umbrella Centre, both in Canterbury.
